Sharp Objects | Participants Medium Low
Instructors must ensure all participants remove any sharp objects/glasses before using the activity.
Anchorage of Participants, | High Low
unit Leaders, Before inflating to anchor unit, a wind anemometer must be used to check current wind speed. If over 24mph the unit will not be
Instructors inflated. If winds are predicted to be over 24mph, winds will be closely monitored.
Unit will be signed off for use when wind speeds are predicted to be under 24mph and anchorage checks complete.
Unit to be anchored to the ground by means of 380mm x 16mm metal stakes, which will be near to the inflatable and level with
the ground as to not cause a trip hazard.
Weather Participants, | Low Low
Leaders, Centre Management Team/Lead Instructors must check weather at start of day and monitor throughout.
Instructors Sessions must be stopped if wind speeds exceed 24mph.
Sessions must be stopped if slide becomes too slippery from the rain.
Sessions must be stopped immediately in thunder and lightning, and wait for 30 minutes after end of storm, before recommencing.
Sessions to be cancelled in extreme hot or cold temperatures.
Equipment must be dried or dry enough for the activity to commence/recommence.

groups of Leaders, Keep all young people involved sitting down while not participating.
young people Instructors Groups must be accompanied by a supervising adult.

Instructors . Safety briefing given at the start of the session to identify the specific hazards and safety rules to follow and reinforced throughout.
Failure of Participants, | Medium Low
equipment Leaders, . Monthly equipment checks are carried out.
Instructors . Routine visual inspections completed and signed for at the start of the day and before each session by the activities team.
. Before starting the activity an manometer reading must be used to check the air pressure and recorded.
. If the activity equipment has a defect during use, the activity must be stopped immediately until repairs are completed, safety
checks carried out and verified so activity can recommence. This must be recorded appropriately.
Poorly Participants, | Medium Low
maintained Leaders, . Monthly activity area checks are carried out.
activity area Instructors . Routine visual inspections completed and signed off at the start of the day and before each session by the activities team.
. If the activity area has a defect during use, the activity must be stopped immediately until repairs are completed, safety checks
carried out and verified so activity can recommence. This must be recorded appropriately.
General Injury | Participants, | Medium Low
Leaders, . Groups are responsible for their own first aid. Groups must have someone adequately trained and have a suitable first aid kit.
Instructors . Additional first aid kit and defibrillator are available at reception/activity and key staff on duty to offer further support if required.
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
